I have pleasure in enclosing the final details for the annual Golf Day of Pontypridd FC.   The day will provide an 
opportunity to meet and discuss the forthcoming 2010-2011 season with myself, Management Team and 
Players.  
 
Woodlake opened in 1993, the course has matured quickly and the quality of both fairways and greens make this 
one of the finest inland golf courses in Wales. The greens, including the practice greens, were all constructed to 
the U.S.Golf Association specifications and are truly one of the major assets of the course. 
 
Laid out on naturally undulating landscape, the course offers a challenge to golfers of all abilities. All eighteen 
holes, named after birds frequenting the reservoir, are different and provide a unique test throughout with the par 
3 holes being of particular note. 
  
The course has quickly attained a reputation for its overall quality with the greens being renowned for their 
trueness and speed. Indeed, Woodlake has hosted many National, County and regional PGA events in its 
relatively short history. 
 
The cost for the day is £155.00 per team of 4 including green fees, putting competition and bar meal. There is 
also the opportunity to sponsor part of the event by:

There will be a longest drive competition; 

Individual Prize; 

Countback on the final 9 holes will be used in the event of a tie. 

Prizes will be awarded to the 1
st
, 2

nd
, 3

rd
 placed teams, also to the Best Individual Score. 

Dress code for the evening will be smart casual (you want to look good when you pick up your prize).
